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1. Introduction

This document is a template.  An electronic copy can be downloaded from the conference website.  For questions on paper guidelines, please contact the conference Review & Publications committee as indicated on the conference website.  Information about final paper submission is available from the conference website.

When you submit your paper print it in two-column format, including figures and tables. In addition, designate one author as the “corresponding author”. This is the author to whom proofs of the paper will be sent. Proofs are sent to the corresponding author only.

2. Page Size and Layout
An easy way to comply with the conference paper formatting requirements is to use this document as a template and simply type your text into it.

Set your page as A4, width 210mm(8.27”), height 297mm(11.69”) and margins as follows: 
· Left Margin 17.8 mm (0.67")

· Right Margin 14.3 mm (0.62”)

· Top Margin – 17.8 mm (0.7")

· Bottom Margin – 17.8 mm (0.7")
· Line Spacing – 1.15
You should use Times Roman of size 8 for all fonts in the paper. Format the page as two columns:

· Column Width 86.8 mm (3.42")

· Column Height – 271.4 mm (10.69")

· Space/Gap between Columns - 5.0 mm (0.2").

3. Title, Authors, Body Paragraphs, Sections Headings and References
3.1 Title and authors

The title of the paper is centered 17.8 mm (0.67") below the top of the page in 24 point font. Right below the title (separated by single line spacing) are the names of the authors. The font size for the authors is 11pt. Author affiliations shall be in 9 pt.
All title and author details must be in single-column format and must be centered.

Every word in a title must be capitalized except for short minor words such as “a”, “an”, “and”, “as”, “at”, “by”, “for”, “from”, “if”, “in”, “into”, “on”, “or”, “of”, “the”, “to”, “with”.

Author details must not show any professional title (e.g. Managing Director), any academic title (e.g. Dr.) or any membership of any professional organization (e.g. Senior Member IEEE).

To avoid confusion, the family name must be written as the last part of each author name (e.g. John A.K. Smith).

Each affiliation must include, at the very least, the name of the company and the name of the country where the author is based (e.g. Causal Productions Pty Ltd, Australia).

Email address is compulsory for the corresponding author.

3.2 Body paragraphs

All paragraphs must be indented.  All paragraphs must be justified, i.e. both left-justified and right-justified.

The main text for your paragraphs should be 8pt font. All body paragraphs (except the beginning of a section/sub-section) should have the first line indented about 3.6 mm (0.14").
3.3 Figures and Tables

Place illustrations (figures, tables, drawings, and photographs) throughout the paper at the places where they are first discussed in the text, rather than at the end of the paper. Number illustrations sequentially (but number tables separately). Place the illustration numbers and caption under the illustration in 8 pt font. Do not allow illustrations to extend into the margins or the gap between columns (except 2-column illustrations may cross the gap). If your figure has two parts, include the labels “(a)” and “(b)”.
Figures and tables must be centered in the column.  Large figures and tables may span across both columns.  Any table or figure that takes up more than 1 column width must be positioned either at the top or at the bottom of the page.

Check that the image  resolution is adequate to reveal the important detail in the figure.

Figures must be numbered using Arabic numerals.  Figure captions must be in 8 pt Regular font.  Captions of a single line & must be centered whereas multi-line captions must be justified).  Captions with figure numbers must be placed after their associated figures, as shown in  Fig. 1.

3.4 Tables

Place table titles above the tables.

Tables must be numbered using uppercase Roman numerals.  Table captions must be centred and in 8 pt Regular font with Small Caps.  Every word in a table caption must be capitalized except for short minor words.  Captions with table numbers must be placed before their associated tables, as shown in Table I.

3.5 Sections headings
Section headings come in several varieties:
1. first level headings: 1. Heading 1
2. second level:  1.2. Heading 2
3. third level: 1.2.3  Heading 3
No more than 3 levels of headings should be used.  All headings must be in 9pt font.  Every word in a heading must be capitalized except for short minor words as listed in Section III-B.

Level-1 Heading:  A level-1 heading must be in Small Caps, centered and numbered using uppercase Roman numerals.   The two level-1 headings which must not be numbered are “Acknowledgment” and “References”.
Level-2 Heading:  A level-2 heading must be in Italic, left-justified and numbered using an uppercase alphabetic letter followed by a period. 
Level-3 Heading:  A level-3 heading must be indented,  in Italic and numbered with an Arabic numeral followed by a right parenthesis. The level-3 heading must end with a colon.  The body of the level-3 section immediately follows the level-3 heading in the same paragraph. 

3.6 Page numbers, headers and footers must not be used
3.7 References
Number citations consecutively in square brackets [1]. The sentence punctuation follows the brackets [2]. Multiple references [2], [3] are each numbered with separate brackets [1]–[3]. Please note that the references at the end of this document are in the preferred referencing style. Please ensure that the provided references are complete with all the details and also cited inside the manuscript (example: page numbers, year of publication, publisher’s name etc.).
4. Equations
If you are using Word, use either the Microsoft Equation Editor or the MathType add-on (http://www.mathtype.com) for equations in your paper (Insert | Object | Create New | Microsoft Equation or MathType Equation). “Float over text” should not be selected. 

Number equations consecutively with equation numbers in parentheses flush with the right margin, as in (1). First use the equation editor to create the equation. Then select the “Equation” markup style. Press the tab key and write the equation number in parentheses.
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5. Other recommendations

Equalize the length of your columns on the last page. If you are using Word, proceed as follows: Insert/Break/Continuous. The heading of the Acknowledgment section and the References section must not be numbered. Most of the formatting instructions in this document have been compiled by us from the IEEE LaTeX style files. We have  used our best efforts to ensure that the templates have the same appearance.
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The heading of the References section must not be numbered.  All reference items must be in 8 pt font.  Please use Regular and Italic styles to distinguish different fields as shown in the References section.  Number the reference items consecutively in square brackets (e.g. [1]).  
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Author Guidelines 

Prospective authors are kindly invited to submit full text papers including results, tables, figures and references. Full text papers (.doc) will be accepted by Email. 
All submitted articles should report original, previously unpublished research results, experimental or theoretical. 
Articles submitted to the journal should meet these criteria and must not be under consideration for publication elsewhere. 
Manuscripts should follow the above given style of the journal and are subject to both review and editing. Submitted papers will be followed through a double blind peer review process by technical committees of the Conference.
Manuscript should be starting with the title page and the text should be arranged in the following order: Title page, Abstract, Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results, Discussion or Results and Discussion (Figure and Table titles and legends), Acknowledgement, References.
The title page should give the following information:

1. Title of the article

2. Full name of each author

3. Name and address of the department or institution to which the work should be attributed

4. Name, address, telephone and fax numbers, and e-mail address of the author responsible for correspondence

5. Sources of support in the form of grants

6. Key words. If the title is longer than 40 characters (including spaces), a short title should be supplied for use in the running heads.

7. Abstract 200-250 words maximum.

Do not use subheadings or abbreviations; write as a continuous paragraph, Must contain all relevant information including Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results, Discussion and Conclusion.

The following contributions will be accepted for publication. Please take careful note of the maximum length where applicable. Over length articles will be returned to the authors without peer review:

1. Case Study: no more than 1500-2000 words and 10-20  references

2. Research papers: no more than 2000-2500 words and 15-20 references

3. Review papers - no limit on length or number of references (in case of invited reviews) and 1500-2500 words with 15-25 references

Criteria for Publication Papers that will be considered for publication should be:

1.   Based on a sound hypothesis and an adequate investigation method analyzing a statistically relevant series, leading to relevant results that back the conclusion

2.   Well written in simple, scientific English grammar and style  presented with a clear message and containing new information that is relevant for the readership of the journal/proceeeding.
Spelling may follow British or American usage, but not a mixture of the two. 
Please note that the qualifications of the authors will not be included in the published paper and should not be listed anywhere on the manuscript.

There should be no mention of the institution where the work was carried out, especially in the Materials and Methods section.
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
